The STATA datasets contained here are in STATA Version 7. The datasets are also included in ASCII format. 

The original datasets used for The Liberal Illusion were STATA Version 6 files and that version of STATA was used to perform the analyses contained in the book. Some very minor differences result when using STATA 7, rather than STATA Version 6.

To create the dyadic dataset used for Chapter 3, it was necessary to drop variables in order to make room for new variables. In addition, I dropped observations with missing trade data. I have included the raw data used to create “Chapter3.dta” in an ASCII file entitled rawdata.txt. For the raw data file, the missing value codes are –999 and -9. The raw data file used to create the Chapter 4 dataset is also included. It is entitled Disputingdyads.txt. The missing data codes are also –999 and –9 for this dataset.
